SUMMARY AND BACKGROUND

Compumedics is a world leading patient monitoring company.
Compumedics’ primary healthcare markets cover sleep, brain and ultrasonic blood flow monitoring.

Each of these markets is multi-billion dollar in scope, at an early phase of evolution and each market
presents high growth expectations. Compumedics technology is uniquely positioned for imminent growth in
each of these markets.

Compumedics was founded with the establishment of computerised sleep diagnostics and sleep deprivation
has become one of the most serious current health epidemics. Other sleep disorders such as apnoea have
been implicated as a leading causation of two of today’s principal causes of death being cardiac arrest and
stroke.

Compumedics expanded its business into brain monitoring, with the acquisition, in 2002, of Neuroscan (US
based) and its world leading brain monitoring technology. The Company expanded further into ultrasonic
blood flow monitoring in 2004 with the acquisition of DWL (German based).

Stroke and elevated blood pressure are principle side-effects of sleep disordered breathing.

Since listing on the ASX Compumedics has generated almost $300m in revenues of which about $250m
have been derived from export markets around the world.

Importantly, the Company has sustained a product development investment program even during these
tough global economic times at an annual rate of about 15% of revenues or some $45m since listing on the
ASX. This means the Company’s product pipeline is primed with core and breakout treatment product
releases to cover market demands and growth for many years ahead.

Compumedics is a global pioneer in the sleep devices industry supplying the equipment for Australia’s first
sleep clinic at Melbourne’s Epworth Hospital in 1987. In 1995 Compumedics was selected to supply
equipment to the US Sleep Heart Health Study, the world’s largest sleep study of its kind, currently
exceeding 14,000 studies with 20,000 patients to have been completed by the end of 2009.

Compumedics supplies 80% of the Australian market for sleep diagnostic equipment, is one of the top three
suppliers in the United States, and has an emerging sales presence in Europe and Asia. The Company has
corporate headquarters in Melbourne, Australia and offices in the United States and Europe (Germany).

The Company made two acquisitions that have extended its operations into complementary areas. In 2002,
Compumedics acquired United States-based Neuroscan, the world's leading supplier of instruments for brain
research. In 2004 it acquired the business of German-based DWL Elekironishe GmbH, enabling
Compumedics to expand its product lines into the neurovascular and cardiovascular diagnostic
ultrasonography fields.

Sleep-disordered breathing is highly prevalent in people with high blood pressure, heart disease, diabetes,
and a number of other common medical conditions. The lowering of blood oxygen during sleep and the
frequent apnoeic episodes can contribute to vascular, heart and brain dysfunction (such as stroke and
memory impairment) for people with these medical conditions.

As the understanding of the links between sleep quality and normal function across the whole range of body
systems increases, new and valuable insights into the mechanisms of many common diseases, and the
potential role for improving breathing and sleep quality in the treatment of those conditions will be gained.

The Company has in place the capability to diagnose and gain valuable insight into a range critical body
functions that have linkages in a wide range of diseases and disorders.

Accordingly, the Company’s technology turns vast amounts of data into valuable information that leads to
more accurate diagnosis, and consequently, more effective treatment and therapy.

The two principal growth pathways for the Company consist of the core medical diagnostic business and the
new breakout treatment and services business.
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In terms of the breakout growth opportunity in the treatment and services medical device business
Compumedics has developed a range of new products and services which will be outlined to the market as
we establish our distribution and commercialisation strategies moving forward.

In terms of the key growth opportunities for the core sleep, brain and ultrasonic blood flow monitoring
businesses the Company believes these will come from four primary areas, being:

1. The evolution of the home-sleep-testing (HST) market in the US as a result of recent changes to
USA private and government funding of HST and the expected growth in sales of small limited
channel sleep-diagnostic screener devices

2. The expansion of our core sleep-diagnostic and brain (neurological) monitoring businesses in
Europe. Specifically Germany and France are being established as direct sales bases.

3. The entry of Compumedics into the global long-term EEG monitoring (LTM) market with the world-
wide release of its new innovative LTM device, Neuvo®.

4. For the first time the Company is realizing a range of new products designed to compete across the
complete sleep monitoring spectrum from the lowest cost home sleep testing (HST) devices to the
latest premium Grael™ sleep laboratory based systems.

Underpinning the Company’s success has been its commitment to research and development (R&D). This

commitment has ensured that the Company's products remain at the forefront of sleep-diagnostics
technology whilst ensuring an active program of new product development.

Current Performance and Core Businesses

Results over the past four years are shown in Figure 1 and Table 1. The results for the half-year ended 31
December 2008 confirm the strong performance of Compumedics’ core brain-diagnostics and ultrasonic
blood-flow monitoring businesses notwithstanding the current economic downturn. The result builds on the
previous four six-month periods in which the Company restored profitability. Compumedics is back on track
as an industry technology and performance leader. Its cash and profit positive results were records based on
like-for-like historical financial information and the Company has announced that it expects to report record
NPAT for the financial year ended 30 June 2009 of more than $2.4 million.

Compumedics is the world's largest independent sleep-diagnostic technology company with over 4,000 sleep
systems installed globally.

Sound growth outlook and performance sustainability continue to consolidate with imminent launches of a
new suite of products, including the Neuvo®, a long-term revolutionary monitoring clinical EEG-technology
platform. The Company also launched is new Grael™ replacement sleep diagnostic product to confirm its
leadership in this technology.

Business Overview

Compumedics manufactures and sells its products in three global markets, each market worth over $1 billion
in annual sales and each experiencing double digit annual sales growth.

The Company has a unique position in three areas of new technology and product development: sleep
diagnostics and treatment; brain monitoring; and ultrasonic blood-flow monitoring. Its technological
leadership in these areas is being proven as it strengthens its sales positioning in these areas to fuel its
business growth into the future. A key component of the Company’s strategy is to underpin its sales
leadership into the future with a broad patent portfolio covering its technologies to create formidable barriers
for competitors to enter its markets. The Company continues to develop its technology and patent portfolio
by its commitment to investing in a world-class R&D programme.

Until recently, and through the Company’s rapid growth phase, Research & Development spending has been
up to approximately 20% of sales. The strategy is now to hold the annual dollar spend relatively steady at

around $5 million and then at approximately 12% of sales in the medium- to long-term.

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Key Growth Opportunities

Compumedics has the most sophisticated and advanced range of portable sleep-monitoring systems. It has
been recognised as the leader in this field since winning the contract to supply the world's largest sleep study
of its kind with portable systems; the Sleep Heart Health Study coordinated by the US National Institutes of
Health, will have completed in the order of 20,000 sleep studies using Compumedics’ portable monitoring
equipment by the end of this year. This study now forms the basis of a standardised on-line research sleep-
study reference database accessed by sleep researchers throughout the world. Compumedics is well
positioned to establish a substantial share of this growing sleep screening market sector.

Compumedics is concurrently reinvigorating its presence in its traditional US sleep laboratory market with the
launch of its new Grael PSG® sleep diagnostic device, the world’s first premium performance high-definition
sleep diagnostic amplifier.

Compumedics as previously announced has begun to direct sell its sleep-diagnostic systems in Germany,
Europe’s largest and the world’s second biggest market for sleep-diagnostic devices. Compumedics recent
initial successes with this strategy will be complemented by the Company’s expansion in to France, another
major market within the European zone.
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To-date Compumedics penetration of both these markets within Europe has effectively been zero. The
Company believes it can add incremental revenues of between $3m to $10m per annum through the
successful expansion into these two specific markets within European and a general reinvigoration of the
Company’s sleep-diagnostic distribution network across European.

Finally the Company is about to enter the long term EEG monitoring (LTM) market, a new and incremental
market for Compumedics, with the launch of its innovative LTM product, Neuvo®. This will take
Compumedics into existing, but new market for the Company, which is estimated at annual sales of about
USD250m. Compumedics is well positioned to establish a 5% share of this global market over the next
couple of years representing about USD6m pa in incremental revenues to the Company.
